Claggett Middle School eighth grader Ryan Neubauer advanced to the National Geography Bee at The Ohio State University Mansfield Branch on April 1, receiving third in the state.  Ryan won the school Bee in January which qualified him to take a 70 question multiple choice test for his chance at the State Geography Bee. Ryan was runner-up of the school Bee last school year and won the school Geography Bee in 2009.
Ryan received this ranking out of 101 students.  He received a $50 check and a DVD set of all National Geographics published.  Ryan’s ranking is the best a student has received in the Medina City Schools.
Claggett Power of the Pen teams compete at Regional Competition
The Claggett Middle school seventh and eighth grade Power of the Pen teams competed at the Regional tournament at Clear Fork Middle School on Saturday, March 19.  Eighty-three seventh graders and ninety-two eighth graders competed.  Results are as follows:


In seventh grade, Julia Van Wagnen achieved a “Superior” ranking, placed third overall, and received a "Best of Round" award for round one.  Julia also received two "Best of the Best" awards for her writing at the district level.  She will receive a $50 savings bond for each of her "Best of Best" pieces, and both pieces are eligible for publication in the 2011 Book of Winners.  Delaney Kuska achieved a “Superior” ranking and placed fourth; Anne Herr also achieved a “Superior” ranking and placed 15th; and Addie Schneider placed 18th overall.  Chelli St. Clair received a "Best of Round" for her piece in round two. In eighth grade Coral Ciupak Achieved a “Superior” ranking and placed first overall.  All three of her pieces received the top rank score of “1” from six different judges.  She was awarded a “Director’s Choice Best of Round” award for her round one piece. Lauren Pytel placed ninth.  
Additionally, of the thirty-one schools competing, the combined seventh and eighth grade teams placed third.  Students competing for the seventh grade team were Anne Herr, Delaney Kuska, Addie Schneider, Chelli St. Clair, and Julia Van Wagnen. The seventh grade team took second place as a grade level team.  Students competing for the eighth grade team were Coral Ciupak, T. J. Milam, and Lauren Pytel. The seventh grade students are coached by Jamie Patyak and the eighth grade students are coached by Sue Pallini.  
The State Power of the Pen finals will take place Friday, May 27 at The College of Wooster.  Approximately 10 percent of students from across the state who begin the Power of the Pen season qualify for the state finals.  The seventh graders qualifying for this year’s state competition are Anne Herr, Delaney Kuska, Addie Schneider, Chelli St. Clair, and Julia Van Wagnen.  Qualifying for the second year in a row are eighth graders Coral Ciupak and Lauren Pytel.
