Foundation awards close to $7,500 in grants for district programs
The Medina City Schools Foundation recently awarded $7,490 in grants to support district programs.  A grant award of $400 was given to Garfield Elementary School to provide materials for the Garfield Leadership Team; the Medina City Schools Community Gardens program was awarded $450 to establish a garden at Fenn Elementary School and to purchased seeds for the existing gardens; Kindles for the Classroom a program being developed by fourth grade teachers at Waite Elementary School received $870 to purchase five kindles to be used for fourth grade reading to allow for the purchase of books to be loaded on the kindles; Claggett Middle School was awarded $5,000 for the ACE Program – Achieving Connections through Education, this program provides intensive after-school tutoring for at-risk students; a $450 grant was given to Waite Elementary School to purchased a computer projector for the art room.
